Highways department has confirmed that once clearance work has been done on Trundle Lane then action will be taken to fill in major holes and ruts in the byway.

Highways department will send a surveyor from Lincoln to establish what work need to be done on wooden bridge at western end of Brookside to repair any deterioration.

District Cllr Whittle has arranged for trees/hedgerow adjacent to 40 Springfield Estate to be scheduled for trimming and maintained in the future by North Kesteven DC.

The Parish Council is continuing to canvass local landowners to find a piece of land suitable for local people to use as allotments.
